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PREAMBLE

The Contracting Partizs,

Recalling the Declaration and the Programme of Ac-
ticn on the Establishment of a New International Eco-
nomic Order *

Recognizing in particular the importance of the
United Nations Conference on Trade and Development
resolutions 93 (IV), 124 (V) and resolution 155 (VD) on
the Lntegrated Programme for Commeodities; the Carta-
gena Commitment and the relevant objectives contained
in *"The S$pirit of Cartagena’ adopted by the United
Nations Conference on Trade and Development,

Recognizing the importance of natural rubber to the
economies of members, particularly to the exports of ex-
porting members and 1o supply requirements of import-
ing members,

Recagnizing further that the stabilization of natural
rubber prices is in the interests of producers, consumers
and natural rubber markets, and that an international
natural rubber agreement can significantly assist the
growth and development of the natural rubber industry
to the benefit of both producers and consumers,

Have agreed as follows:

CHAPTER . OBJECTIVES

Article [

CBIECTIVES

The objectives of the Interational Natural Rubber
Agreement, 1995 ¢hereinafter referred to as this Agree-
ment), in the light of resolution 93 (TV), of the New Part-
nership for Development. the Cartagena Commitment
and the relevant objectives contained in “*The Spint of
Cartagena™ adopted by the United Nations Conference
on Trade and Development, are inser alia as follows:

(a} To achieve a balanced growth between the sup-
ply of and demand for natural rubber. thereby helping to
alteviate the serious difficultics arising from surpluses or
shortages of natral rabber;

{b) To achieve stable conditions in natural rubber
trade through avoiding excessive natural rubber pnce
fluctuations, which adversely affect the long-term inter-
ests of both producers and consumers, and siabilizing
these prices without distorting long-term market trends,
in the interests of producers and consumers;

(¢} To help stabilize the export earnings from natural
rubber of exporting members, and 1o increase their earn-
ings based on expanding natural rubber expon volumes
at fair and remunerative prices, thereby helping to pro-
vide the necessary incentives for a dynamic and rising
rate of production and the resources for accelerated
economic growth and social devetopment: -

{d) To seek to ensurc adequate supplies of natural
rubber to meet the requirements of importing members

at fair and reasonable prices and to improve the reliabil-
ity and continuity of these supplies;

{¢) To take feasible steps in the event of a surplus or
shortage of nataral rubber to mitigate the economic diffi-
culties that members might encoumter;

{p To sezk w expand international trade in and to

improve market access for natural rubber and processed
products thereof;

(g) To improve the competitivencss of natural rabber
by encouraging research and development on the prob-
{ems of natural rubles,

() To encourage the efficient development of the
natural rubber economy by seeking to facilitate and pro-
mote improvements in the processing, marketing and
distribution of raw natural rubber; and

(6} To further international cooperation in and con-
sujtations on narural rubber maners affecting supply and
demand, and to facilitate promotion and coordination of
natural rubber research, assistance and other pro-
grammes,

CHAPTER II. DEFINITIONS

Article 2

DieftNITIONS

For the purposes of this Agreement:

1. “*Natural rubber’” means the unvuleanized elas-
tomer, whether in solid or liguid forms, from Hevea bra-
siliensis and any other plant which the Council may de-
cide for the purposes of this Agrecment;

2. “Coniracting party’’ means 3 Govermment, or an
intergovemmental organization referred to in anicle 3,
which has consented o be bound by this Agreement pro-
visionally or definitively:

3. “Member" means a contracting party as defined
in definition (2} above;

4. “Exporting member’" means a member which
exports natural rubber and has declared iself 10 be an
exporting member, subject o the agreement of the
Council;

5 ““Importing member” means 3 member which
impurts natural rubber and has deciared isell o be an
importing member, subject to the agreement of the
Council;

6. “‘Ocganization”” means the International Natural
Rubber Organization, referred o in article 1

7. “Council” means the International Natural Rub-
ber Council. referred w in article 6;

8 “Special vate'' means a4 vote requining ar least
two thirds of the votes cast by exporting members pre-
sent and wating and at least two thirds of the vores cast
by imgucting members present and voting, countesd sepa-
rately, on condition that chese votes are cast by at jeast
half the members in each category present and voting,

9. “Exports of natural rubber” means any natueal
ribber which leaves the customs territory of any mem-
ber, and imports of natural ruboer’’ means any natural
rubiber which enters the domeytic cominerce in the cus-
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toms tecritory of any member, provided that, far the pur-
poses of these definitbons, customs ierrtory shall, in the
case of a member which comprises more than one cus-
toms lerritory, be deemed to refer o the combined cus-
toms territocies of that member;

10. "Distributed simple majority vote'” means a
vote requining more than half of the total votes of expor-
ing members present and voting and more than half of
the total vates of importng members present and voting,
counted separately;

11, “*Freely usable carrencies'” means the deutsche
mark, the Freach franc, the Japanese yen, the pound ster-
ling, and the Unired States dollar;

12.  *Financial year'' means the penod from | Janu-
ary to 31 Decembey inclusive;

13, “Entry into force'” means the date on which
this Agreement gaters into force provistonally or defini-
nvely in accardance with article 61;

4. "“Tonne'" means a metric ton, ie. 1,000 kilg-
grammes,;

i3, “Malaysian/Singapore cent’” means the aver-
age of the Malaysian sen and the Singapore cent ar the
prevailing rares of exchange;

16,  ""Time-weighted net contribution of a member™
means 11s net cash coniributions weighted by the number
of days during which the constituent paats of the ner cash
contribution have stayed at the disposition of the Buffer
Stock. In calculating ehe number of days, the Jay when
the contribution was received by the Organization wiil
not be taken into account, nor the day when the reim-
bursement was effected, nor the day when this Agres-
ment terminates;

I7. “'Fiest quoted month’” means the calendar
month of shipment officially quoted to the Organizativa
by a market for inclusion in the daily market indicator
price;

18, “'Established commercial market” means a
natural rubber treding centre where a rubber trade asso-
ciation or regulatory body exisis meeting the foliowing
criteria:

{a) a written constitution which includes sancrions
that could be taken against erring members;

(f) gualificarion standards, including financial stand-
ards, that members must maintain;

(<) official written contracts that are legally binding;

(d) full and binding arbitration to all market partici-
panits;

{¢) publishes official daily prices for physical mubber,

CHAPTER M.  ORGANIZATION AND
ADMINISTRATION

Article 3

EsSTABLISHMENT. HEADIJUARTERS AND STRUCTURE OF THE
[NTERNATIONAL NaTuRaL Russer Oroanization

. The Intemational Matural Rubber Drganization,
established by the International Mawiral Rubber Agree-

ment, 1979, shull continue in being for the purpase of
adminisiering the provisions and supervising Lhe opera-
tion of this Agreement.

2. The Organization shall function through the In-
ternational Natural Rubber Council, its Executive Dirsc-
tor and its staff, and such other bodies as are provided
for in this Agreement,

3. Subject te the requirement in paragraph 4 of this
article, the headquarters of (he Organization shall be in
Kuala Lurapur, uniess the Council, by special vote, de-
cides otherwise.

4. The headquarters of the Organization shal! ar all
times be located in the termitory of a member.

Articie 4
MEMBERSHIP IN THE ORGANIZATION

. There shall be two categories of membership,
namely,

(a) Exporting; and
(6) Importing.

2. The Counci! shail establish criteria regarding a
change by & member in its category of membership as
defined in paragraph 1 of this anicle, aking fully into
account the provisions of articles 24 and 27. A member
which meets such crteria may change its category of
membership subject to the agreement of the Council by
spacial vote,

3. Each conwacting party shall constitate a single
member of the Organizatian.

Arricle §
MEMBERSHIPF BY INTERGOVERMMENTAL ORGAMIZATIONS

I.  Any reference in this Agreement to & "“Govern-
ment'' or “Governmenis’' shall be construcd as includ-
ing & reference to the European Community and 1o any
intergovernmental organization having responsibilities in
respect of the negotiation, conclusion and application of
international agreements, in particular commodity agree-
mznis. Accordingly, any reference in this Agreement o
signaiure, ratification, accepiance or approval, or to noti-
fication of provisional application, of to accession shall,
in the case of such intergovernmental organizations, be
construed as including a reference 0 signature, ratifica-
tiom, acceptance of approval, or to notification of provi-
sional application, or to accession, by such intergavern-
mental erganizations,

2. In the case of votes on maters within their com-
petence, such intergovernmental organizations shall ex-
ercise their voting rights with a number of votes equai two
the lotal aumber of votes altributed, in accordance with
article 14, to their member States. In such cases, the
member States of such intergovemmental organizations -
shall not exercise their individual voting rights.
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CHAPTER V. THE INTERNATIONAL
NATURAL RUBBER COUNCIL

Article 6

CoMPOSTION OF THE [NTERNATIONAL
Natural Russer CounCIL

1. The highest authority of the Organization shall
be the International Natural Rubber Council, which shail
consist of all the members of the Qrganization.

2. Each member shall be represented in the Council
by one delegate, and may designare alternates and advis-
&rs 1o anend sessions of the Council.

3. An aiternate Jelegate shall be empowered 10 act
and vote on behalf of the delegate during the latter's ab-
sence or in special circumstances.

Article 7

POWERS AND FUNCTIONS OF THE COUNCIL

I. The Council shall exercise all such powers and
perform or arrange for the performance of all such func-
tions as are necessary to carry out the provisions of this
Agreement, but it shail not have the power, and shall not
be taken to have been authorized by the members, ¢ in-
cur any cbligation outside the scope of this Agreement,
In particular, it shall not have the capacity to barrow
money, without, hawever, limiting the application of ar-
ticle 41, nor shall it enter into any trading conteact for
natural rubber, except as provided for specificatly
paragraph 5 of article 30. In exercising its capacity 1o
contract, the Council shall ensure that the terms of para-
graph 4 of article 43 are brought by written notice to the
attention of the other parties entering into such contracts,
but any failure 10 de so shall not in itself invalidate such
contracts, nar shall it be deemed 1o be a waiver of such
limitation of liability of the members.

2. The Council shall, by special vote, adopt such
rules and regulations as are necessary to carry out the
provisions of this Agreement and are consistent there-
with. These shall include its own rules of procedure and
those of the committees referred 10 in articls 18, rules for
the administration and ogeration of the Buffer Stock, and
the financial and staff regulations of the Crganization.
The Council may, in its rules of procedure, provide for a
procedure whereby it may, without meeting, decide spe-
cific questions,

3. For the purposes of paragraph 2 of this anicle,
the Council shall, at its first session afier the entry nto
force of this Agreement, review the rules and repulations
established under the International Nawral Rubber
Agreement, 1987, and adopt them with such modifica-
tions as it deems appropriate. Pending such adoption, the
rules and regulations established under the [nternational
Natural Rubber Agreement, 1987, shall apply.

4. The Council shall keep such records as are re-
quired for the performance of its functions under this
Agreement,

5. The Council shall publish an annual report an the
activities of the Organizatiun and such other infarmatioa
as it considers appropriate.

Article 8

DELEGATION OF POWERS

i. The Council may, by special vote, delegate 10
any committee established under anticle 18 the exercise
of any or all of its powers which, in accordance with the
provisions of this Agreement, do not require a special
vate of the Council. Notwithstanding this delegation, the
Council may at any time discuss and decide any issue
that may have been delegated to any of its committees.

2. The Council may, by special vote, tevoke any
power delegated o 2 committee.

Article 9

COOPERATION WITH OTHER ORGANIZATIONS

|. The Council may make whatever arrangements
are appropriate for consultation ur cooperation with the
United Mations, its organs and specialized agencies, and
other intergovernmental organizations as appropriate.

2. The Council may also make arrangements [or
mainraining contact with appropriate international non-
governmental organizations.

Article 10

AOMISSION OF OBSERVERS

The Council may invite uny non-member Govern-
ment, ot any of the organizations referred to in article 2,
to attend as an observer any of the meetings of the Coun-
¢il or of any committee established under article 13.

Aricle H

CHAIRMAN AND VICE-CHAIRMAN

I. The Council shall efeet for each year a Chairman
and a Vice-Chairman.

2. The Chaicman and the Viee-Chairmun shall be
elected, one from among the representatives of exporting
members and the vther from among the repeesentatives
of importing members. These offices shall aliernate each
year between the two categories of members, provided,
however, (hat this shall not prohibit the re-election of
either or both, usder exceprional circumstances, by spe-
cial vore of the Council.

3. [p the temperery absence of the Chairman, he
shall be replaced by the Vice-Chairman. [n the empa-
rary absence of both the Chuirman and the Vice-
Chairman or the permanent absence of one or both of
them, the Councit may elect new officers from among
the representatives of the exporting members and/or
from ameng the representatives of the importing meal-
bers, as appropriate, on A lemporary of permanent busis
as may be required.

4. Neither the Chairman nor any other officer pre-
siding at a weeting of the Council shall vote at that
meeting. The voting rights of the member he represents
may, however, be exercised in accordance with the pro-
visions of paragraph 3 of article 6, or paragraphs 2 and J
of article 13.
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Article {2

Execumve Dingcror, Depurr Execumve DhkECTOR.
Burrer Stock MANAGER AND OTHER STAFF

t. The Council shall. by special vate, apgoial an
Executive Direcror, Deputy Executive Director and a
Buffer Stock Manager.

2. The terms and conditions of appoiniment of the
Exccutive Director, Deputy Executive Director and the
Buffer Stock Manager shall be determined by the Coua-
cil. '

3. The Executive Director shall be the chief admin-
istrative officer of the Organization and shall be respon-
sible 10 the Council for the administration and operation
of this Agreement in accordance with the provisions of
this Agreement and decisions of the Council.

4. The Deputy Executive Director shall at all times
be responsible to the Executive Director. The Depury
Executive Director shall act as the Executive Director
when the lanter is for any rcason unable to perform his
dutics or when the office of the Executive Diracior is
temporarily vacant, in which event. he shall be directly
responsible (o the Council for the administration and up-
eration of the Agreement. The Deputy Executive Dirco-
wor shall be involved in all matters pertaining o the
Agrecment. '

5. The Buffer Siock Manager shail be responsible
i the Executive Director and the Council for the func-
tions conferred upen him by this Agreement, as well as
for such additional funcrions as the Council may deter-
mine. The Buffer Stock Manager shall be responsible for
the day-to-day operation of the Buffer Stock, and shall
keep the Executive Director informed of the Eeneral op-
erations of the Buffer Swock so that the Executive Direc-
tor may ensure irs effectivencss in meeting the objectives
of this Agreement,

6. The Exccutive Ditector shall appoint the staff in
accordance with regulations established by the Council.
The staff shall be responsible 1o the Executive Director.

7. Neither the Executive Director nor any member
of the staff, including the Depury Exccutive Director and
the Buffer Stock Manager, shall have any financial inter-
estin the rubber industry or trade, or associated commer-
cial activities. '

8. In the performance of their duties, the Executive
Director, the Ceputy Executive Director, the Buffer
Stock Manager and other staff shall not seek or receive
instructions from any member or from any other author-
ity external to the Council or to any comminee estab-
lished under aricle 18. They shall refrain from any ac-
tion which might refiect on their positions as
international officials responsible only o the Council,
Each member shall regpect the exclusively international
character of the responsibilities of the Executive Direc-
tor, the Deputy Executive Director, the Buffer Stock
Manager and other staff and shall not seek 10 influence
them in the discharge of their responsibilities.

Article 13

Sessions

L. As a general rule, the Council shall hald one
regular session in cach half of the year.

2. In addition to sessions in circumstances specifi-
cally provided for in this Agreement, the Council shall
also meert in special session whenever it so decides or m
the request of;

(2} The Chairman of the Council:

(&) The Executive Director;

() A majority of the exporiing members;

() A majority of the importing members;

(e} An expoming member or exporting
halding at Jeast 200 votes; or

() An importing member or importing members
holding at least 200 vates.

3. Sessions shall be held at the beadquarters of the
Organization, unless the Council, by special vote, de-
cides otherwise. If on the invitation of any member the
Counctl meets elsewhere than at the headquarters of the
Organization, that member shall pay the additional costs
incurred by the Council.

4. Notice of any sessions and the agenda for such
sessions shall be communicated to members by the Ex-
ecutive Director, in consultation with the Chairman of
the Council, at l¢ast 30 days in advance, BXCEDL in cases
of emergency when notice shall be communicated at
least 10 days in advance.

members

Article 14
DISTRIBUTION GF voTes

1. The exporting members shall together hold 1,000
votes and the importing members shall together hold
1,000 votes.

2. Each exporting member shall receive one initial
vote ot of the 1000 vores, except that in the case of an
exporting member with net exports of less than 10,000
fonnes annually the initial vote shall not apply. The re-
mainder of such votes shall be distributed among the ex-
porting members as nearly as possible in proporion 10
the volume of their respective net exports of nasural
rubber for the period of five calendar years commencing
six ealendar years prior to the disiribution of votes.

3. The votes of imponting members shall be distrib-
uted zmong them as nearly as possible in proportion to
the average of their respective net imports of natural rub-
ber during the period of three calendar vears commene-
ing four cal¢ndar years prior to the distribucon of voles,
except that each imponting member shall receive one
vote evea if its propartional net impoet share is otherwise
not sufficiently large 10 50 justify.

4. Forthe purposes of paragraphs 2 and 3 of this ar-
ticle, paragraphs 2 and 3 of article 27 relating to contri-
buttons of irnponing members, and article 38, the Coun-
cil shall, at 1s first sesvion, establish a table of net
exports of exporting members and a table of net imports
of importing members which shall be revised annually in
accordance with this anticle,

5. Thera shall be no fractionat vores.
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5. The Council shall. at the first session after the
eitry into force of this Agreement, distribute the votes
for that year, 10 remain in effect unul the first regular
session of the following year, except as provided for in
paragraph 7 of this article. Subsequently for each year.
the Council shail distribute the votes at the beginning of
the first regular session of that year. Such distribution
shall remain in effect until the frst cegular session of the
following year, except as provided for in paragraph 7 of
this article.

7. Whenever the membership of the Organization
changes or when any member has its vating rights sus-
pended or restored under zny provision of this Agree-
ment, the Councii shail redistribute the votes within the
affected cawegory or caregories of members in accord-
ance with the provisions of this article.

8. In the event of the exclusion of a member pursu-
ant o article 65, or the withdrawal of a member pursuan;
to article &4 or anicle 63, resolting in the reduction of
the twomt trade share of those members remaining in
either category below B0 per cent, the Council shall meet
and decide on the tzems, conditions and future of this
Agreement. including in particular the need to maintain
effective buffer stock operations without causing undue
financial burden o the remaining members,

Article 15

YOoTING PROCEDURE

1.  Each member shall be enfitled to ¢ast the number
of votes it holds i the Council and shall not be entitled
to divide tts votes.

2. By written notification to the Chairman of the
Council, any exporting member may awhorize any other
exporting member, and any importing member may
authorize any other importing member, w represent its
interests and to exercise its voting rights at any session
or meeting of the Council.

3. A member authorized by another member to cast
the latier member's votes shall cast such votes as
authorized.

4.  When abstaining. 2 member shall be deemed not
wr have cast its votes. A member when presemt and not
voting shall be deemed (o have abstained.

Article 18

QUoRUM

t. The quorum for any mecting of the Council shall
be the presence of a majerity of exporting members and
a mujority of importing members, provided that such
members hold at leasr two thirds of the total votes in
their respective categories.

2. If there is no quorum in accordance with para-
graph | of this article on the day fixed for the meeting
and on the following day, the quorum on the third day
and thereafter shall be the presence of 2 majority of ex-
porting members and a majority of importing members,
provided that such members hold 2 majority of the rotal
votes in their respective caregories.

3. Representation in accordance with paragraph 2
of article 13 shall be considered as presance.

Articie {7
Decisions

L. ARl decisions of the Council shall be taker and
all recommendations shall be made by distibuted simple
majority vote, unless otherwise provided for in this
Agreement,

2. Where a member avails itseif of the provisions of
anticle 15 and its voles ate cast at 2 meeting of the Coun-
cil, such member shall, for the purposes of paragraph 1
of this article, be considered as present and voting.

Article 18
ESTABLISHMENT OF COMMITTEES

1. The following comminlees establishad by the In-
temational Natural Rubber Agreement, 1979, shall con-
tinue in being:

(a) Committee on Administration;

(£} Committee on Butfer Stock Operations;

() Commiues on Statistics; and

{) Committee on Other Measures,

Additional committses may also be established by spe-
cial vote of the Council.

2. Each comminee shall be responsibie to the Coun-
cil. The Council shall, by special vote, determine the
membership and terms of reference of each committes.

Article 19
PANEL OF EXPERTS

. The Council may establish 2 panel of expens
from the rubber industry and trade of exporting and im-
porting members,

2. Any such panel would be available to pravide
advice and assistance to the Council and its commitiees,
particularly on buffer stock aperations and on the other
measures referred to in article 43.

1. The memberskip, functions and administrative
arrangements of any such pane! would be detcimined by
the Council,

CHAPTER V. PRIVHLEGES AND IMMUPMITIES

Article 20
PRIVILEGES AND |MMUNITIES

. The Crganization shall have legal personality. In
patticular, but without prejudice to the provisions of
paragraph 4 of article 43, the Ocganization shall have the
capacity 1o contract, 1o acquire and dispose of maovable
and immovable property, and to institute legal pro-
cezdings.

4. The status, privileges and immunities of the
Organization, of its Executive Director, Deputy Execu-
tive Director, Buffer Stock Manager as well as other
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staff and expens, and of members’ delegztions shall con-
tnue 1o be governed by the Headquarters Agrecinent be-
tween the host Government and the Organization signed
on 10 Jupne 987, with such amendments as might be
necessary for the proper functioning of this Agreement.

3. If the headquarters of the Organization is moved
to another country, the Government of that country shall,
as soon as possible, conclude with the Organizaion a
Headguarters Agreement to be approved by the Council.

4. Pending the conclusion of the Headquarzers
Agreement pursuant 1o paragraph 3 of this anticle, the
Organization shall request the host Govemmeat to grani,
W the extent consistent with its laws, excmption from
1axation on remuneration paid by the Organization to its
employces, and cn the assets, income and other property
of the Organization.

3. The Organization may also conclude, with one or
more Governments, agreements to be approved by the
Council relazing to such privileges and immunities as
may be necessary for the proper functioning of this
Agreement.

6. The Headquariers Agreement shal] be independ-
ent of this Agreement, It shall, however, terminate:

(a) By agreement between the host Government and
the Organizatjon;

(b} In the event that the headquarters of the
Organization s moved from the couniry of the hast Gov-
Smment; o7

{c) Imthe event that the Organization ceases to exist.

CHAPTER VI. ACCOUNTS AND AUDIT

Article 21

FINANCIAL ACCOUNTS

1. For the operation and administration of this
Agreement, there shall be established two aecounts:

(¢) The Buffer Stock Account: and
(8) The Administrative Account,

2. All the following receipts and expendituces in (he
creation, operation and maintenance of the Buffer Swock
shall be brought into the Buffer Stock Account: contyi-
butions from members under article 27, revenue from
sales of or expenditure in respect of acquisition of buffer
stocks; interest on deposits of the Buifer Stock Account:
and costs relating to purchase and sales commissions,
storage. wransportation and handling, maintenance and
totation, and insurance. The Council may, howevyer, by
spectal vote, bring any other type of receipes or expendi-
tures attributable to butfer stock transactions ar opera-
tions into the Buffer Stock Account.

3. Al cther receipts and expenditures relating to the
operaticn of this Agreement shail be brought into the
Administrative Account. Such expenditures shall nor-
mally be met by contributions from members assessed i
accordance with article 24,

4. The Organization shall not be liable for the ex-
penses of delegations or observers 1o the Couneil or to
any commitiee established under article 18

Ariicle 22
FoRM OF EavmENT

Payments to the Administrative and Buffer Stock Ac-
counts shail be made in freely usable currencies of cur-
rencies which are convertible in the major foreign ex-
change markets into frecly usable curre ncies, and shall
be caempt from foreign exchange restrictiony.

Arricle 27

AlpDiT

). Each financial year, the Council shall appoint
auditors for the purpose of auditing its books of account.

2. An independently audited statement of the Ad-
ministrative Account shall be made available o mem-
bers as soon as possible, but not later than four months,
afier the close of each financial year, Ap independently
audited stacement of the Buffer Stock Account shall be
made avajlable to members not carlier than 6f} days, but
not later than four months, after the close of each finan-
cial year. The audited statements of the Administrative
and Buffer Stock Accounts shail be considered for ap-
proval by the Council at its next regular session, as ap-
propriate. A summary of the audited accounts and bal-
ance sheet shall thereafter be published.

CHAPTER VIL. THE ADMINISTRATIVE

ACCOUNT

Article 24

APPROVAL OF THE ADMIMISTRATIVE BUDGET
AND ASSESSMENT OF CONTRIBUTIONS

L. Ar its first session after the entry into force of
this Agreement, the Council shall approve the adminis-
trative budget for the period becween the date of the en-
tey into torce and the end of the first financial year.
Thereafier, during the second half of each flnancial year,
the Council shall approve the administrative budget for
the following firancial year. The Councik shall zssess (he
comribution of sach member to that budges in accoed-
ance with paragraph 2 of this article.

2. The contribution of each member to the admnis-
trative budget for each Financial year shall be in the pro-
portion which the number of its voles at the Hime the ad-
ministrative budget for that financial Yeur is approved
hears to the total votes of all the members. [ assessing
contribulions, the vores of each member shall be caicu-
lated without regard o the suspension of any member’'s
voting rights or any redistribution of voies resulting
therefroimn,

3. The initial contribution 1o the administrarive
budget of any Guvernment which becomes 1 member af-
ter the entry into force of this Agreement shalf be as-
seased by the Council on the basis of the number of
voes to be held by that member and of the period from
the date on which it becomes a member to the end of the
cument financial year. The assessment made upon ather
members for that firancial year shall not, however, be
altered.
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Article 25

PAYMENT OF CONTRIBUTIONS TO THE
ADMINISTRATIVE BUDGET

f. Contributions to the first administrative budget
shall become due on a daie to be decided by the Council
at its First session. Contributions to subsequent adminis-
trative budgets shali become due by 28 February in each
financial year. The initial contribution of a Gevernment
which becomes a member after the entry into force of
this Agreement, assessed in accordance with paragraph 3
of article 24, shall, for the financial year concerned, be-
come due 60 days after the dats an which it becomes a
member.

2. If a member has not paid its full contribution to
the administrative budget within two months after such
contribution becomes due in accordance with para-
graph | of this article, the Executive Director shall re-
guest that member to make payment as quickly as pos-
sible. If a3 member has not paid its contribution within
two months after such request by the Exccutive Director,
its voting rights in the Crganization shall be suspended
unless the Council decides otherwise, If 2 member has
still not paid its contribution within four months after
such request by the Executive Director, all rights of that
member under this Agreement shall be suspended by the
Council, unless the Council. by special vote, decides
otherwise.

3. For contributions received lars, the Council shall
levy a penalty charge art the prime interest rate in the hos
country from the date the contributions become due The
Counci! may waive such penalty charge up to 31 March
of the same financial year on request from a member if,
becausa of its internal laws and regulations, it is not able
to pay the contnbutions o the administrative budget
by the due date, in accordance with paragraph L of this
anicle.

4, A member whose rights have been suspended un-
der paragraph 2 of this article shall in particular remain
liable (o pay its cuntribution and to mest any other of its
financial obligations under this Agreement.

CHAFTER YIII. THE BUFFER STOCK

Articte 26
Size oF THE BUFFER 3TOCK

In order to achieve the obiectives of this Ayreement,
an international Buffer Stock shall be established The
total capacity of the Buffer Stock shall be 550,000 ton-
nes, including the total stocks still held under the Inter-
national Natural Rubber Agreement, 1937, It shall be the
sole instrument of market intervention for price stabiliza-
tion in this Agreement. The Buffer Stock shall comprise:

(2) The normal Buffer Stock of 400,000 wonaoes, and
(& The contingency Buffer Stock of 130,000 tonnes,

Arricle 27
FINANCING OF THE BUFFER STOCK

[. Members cominit themselves to finance the total
cost of the intermational Buffer Stock of 350,000 tonnes

established under article 26, it being understood that
shares in the Buffer Siock Account of the Intemational
Natural Rubber Agreement, 1987, of those members of
the Internadonal Natural Rubber Agreement, 1987,
which became members of this Agreement shall, with
the consent of each member, Le camied over o the
Buffer Stock Account under this Agreement in accor-
dance with the procedures determined under the provi-
sions of paragraph 3 of article 40 of the International
Natural Rubber Agreement, 1987,

2. The financing of both the normal Buffer Stock
and the contingeney Buffer Stock shall be shared equally
between the experting and importing categonies of mem-
bers. Coutributions of members to the Buffer Siock Ac-
count shall be apportioned according to their shares of
the votes in the Council, except as provided for in para-
graphs 3 and 4 of this article.

3. Any importing member whose share of total net
imports ag et our in the table to be established by Lhe
Council under paragraph 4 of article I4 represents 0.1
per cent or less of total net impors shall contribute to the
Buffer Stock Account as follows:

{a) IF its share of total net imports is tess than or
equal to 0.1 per cent bat more than 0.05 per cenl, such
member shall contnbute an amount assessed on the basis
of its actual shace of total net imports;

(k) [fits share of wtal net imports is 0.05 per cent or
less, such memdber shall contdbate an amount assessed
on the basis of a share of 0.05 per cent of wotal net im-
ports,

4. During any period in which this Agreement is in
force provisionaily either under paragraph 2 or subpara-
graph () of paragraph 4 of anticle 61, the financial com-
mitment of sach exporting or importing member to the
Buffer Stock Account shall not in total exczed that mem-
ber’s contribution, calcuiated on the basis of the number
of votes corresponding Lo the percentage shares set out in
the tables to be established by the Council under para-
gragh 4 of article 14, of the totals of 273,000 tonres fail-
ing to the exponting and importing categories of mem-
bers respectively. The financial obligations of members
when this Agreement is in force provisionally shall be
shared equally by exporting and impoeting categories of
members. At any ime when the aggregate commitment
of one category exceeds that of the other, the larger of
the two aggregates shall be brought egual to the smaller
of the two aggregates, each member’s votes in that ag-
gregate being reduced in proportion to the shares of
votes derived from the tables to be established by the
Council under paragraph 4 of article 14. Notwithstand-
ing the provisions of this paragraph and of paragraph |
of article 78, 2 member's contribution may oot exceed
125 per cent of the amount of its tolal contribution caleu-
Jated on the basis of its share in world trade as indicated
in annex A gr ann=x B 1o this Agreement.

5. The twital costs of the normal and contingency
Buffer Stock of 350,000 wonnes shall be financed by con-
tributions by members in cash 10 the Buffer Stock Ac-
count. Such contributions may, when relevant, be paid
by the appropriate agencies of members concermned.

.  The 1otal costs of the 550,000-tonne intemational
Buffer Stock shall be paid from the Buffer Stock Ac-
count. Such costs shall include alf expenses involved in
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acquiring and eperating the 550,000-tonne international
Buffer Sicck. In the event that the estimated COSL, &s
given in annex C ta this Agreement, cannot fully cover
the total cost of acquisition and operations of the Buffer
Stock, the Council shall meet and make the necessary ar-
rangements o call ap the required contributions 1o cover
such costs according to percentage shares of votes,

Article 28

PAYMENT OF CONTRIBUTIONS T0F THE
Burrer STock ACCOUNT

I.  Thers shail be an initial conuibution in cash to
the Buffer Stock Account equivalent to 70 mifticn Ma-
laysian ringgit. This amount, which represents a working
capital reserve for buffer stock operations, shall be ap-
portioned among all members according to their percent-
age shares of voles, taking inta consideration para-
graph 3 of article 27, and shall be due within 0 days af-
ter the first Council session after the entry into force of
this Agreement. The initial contribution of 4 member due
in accordance with this paragraph shall, with the consent
of that member, be made wholly or in part by transfer of
that member’s share in the cash hicld in the Buffer Stock
Account under the International Natural Rubber Agree-
ment, {987,

2. The Executive Director may at any time, and in-
dependently of the armangements in paragraph t of this
article, call for contrbutions, provided that the Buffar
Stock Manager has certified that the Buffer Siock Ac-
count may require such funds in the next four menths.

3. When a contribution is called, it shail be dus
from members within 60 days of the date of notfication,
If requested by any member or members accounting for
200 votes in the Council, the Council shall meet in ipe-
cial session and may modify or disapprove the call-up
based on an assessment of the need for funds to suppert
buffer stock operations in the next four months. If the
Council cannot reach a decision, contributions shall be
due from members in accordance with the Executive Di-
rector's notification.

4. Conmributions called up for the normal and the
contingency Buffer Stock shall be valued ar the lower
trigger action price in effect at the time such contribu-
tions are called,

3. The call-up of contributivns to the contingency
Buffer Stock shall be handled as follows:

(@) At the 300,000-tonne review provided for in arti-
cle 31, the Council shall make all financiai and ather ar-
rangements which may be necessary for the prompt im-
plementation of the contingency Buffer Stock including
call-up of funds if necessary;

() If the Council by special vote under article 30
paragraph 2 decides to bring the contingency Buffer
Stock into operation, then the Council shall ensure thar:

(i) All members have made all nccessary arrange-
ments for financing their respective shares of the
contingency Buffer Stock; and

{ii) The contingency Buffer Stock has been invoked
and is fully primed for acticn in accordance with
the terms of article 30.

Article 29
PrICE rance

. There shall be established, for the operations of
the Buffer Siock:

(a) A rcference price:

(&) A lower intervention price;
{c) An upper intervention price:
(d) A lower trigger action price:
{¢} An upper rigger actian price;
(" A lower indicative price; and
{g) Anupper indicative price.

2. On the entry into force of this Agreement, the
reference price shall be the reference price applicable on
28 December 1995

3. There shail be an upper intervention price and a
lower intervention price calculated respectively ari plus
and minus 15 per cent of the reference price, unless the
Council, by special vote, decides otherwise.

4. There shall be an upper trigger action price and a
lowsr irigger action price calculated respectively at plus
and minus 30 per cent of the reference price, unless the
Council, by special vote, decides otherwise.

5. The prices caleulated in accordance wich para-
graphs 3 and 4 of this anicle shall be rounded to the
nearest cent.

6. On the entey into force of this Agreement, the
lower and upper indicative prices shall be inftially fixed
ac 157 and 270 Malaysian/Singapere cents per kilo-
gramme, respectively.

Article 30

OfERATION OF THE BUFFER STOCK

I. If in relation to the price range provided for in
article 29, or as subsequently revised in accordance with
the provisions of artickes 31 and 39, the market indicator
price provided for in article 3?2 is:

(e} At or sbove the upper trigger action price, the
Buftfer Stock Manager shalt defend the upper Irigger ac-
tion price by offening natural rubber for sale until the
market indicator price falls below the upper rigRer ac-
tion price;

{b) Above the upper intervention price, the Buffer
Stock Manager may sell nawral nubber in defence of the
upger tigger aclioa price,

{(c) At the upper or fower interventjon price, or be-
tween them. the Burfer Stock Manager shall neither buy
nor sell natural rubber, except in order to carry out his
responsibiliies for rotation ander anticle 35

(d) Below the lower intervention price, the Buffer
Stock Murager may buy natural rubber in defence oF the
lower trigger action price:

(e} At or below the lower trigger action price, the
Buffer Stock Manager shail defend the lower trigger ac-
tion price by offering 10 buy natural rubber until the mar-
ket indicator price exceeds the Jower trigger aclion price,

2. When sales or purchases for the Buffer Stock
teach the 400.0(X)-tonne level, the Council shall, by spe-
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cial vote, decide whether to brng the contingency Buffer
Sinck into operation at:

{a) The lower or upper trigger action prics; or

(F) Any price between the lower trigger action price
and the lower indicative price, or the upper trigger action
price and the upper indicative price.

3. Unless the Council, by special vote, decides oth-
erwise under paragraph 2 of this article, the Buffer Stock
Manager shall use the contingency Buffer Stock to de-
fend the lower indicative price by bringing the contin-
gency Buffer Stock into operation whien the market indi-
catar price is at a level 2 Malaysian/Singapors cents per
kilogramme above the lower indicative price, and to de-
fand the upper indicarive price by bonging the conun-
gency Buffer Stock into operation when the market indi-
cator price is at a level 2 Malaysian/Singapore cenrs per
kilogramme below the upper indicative price.

4, The total facilities of the Buffer Steck, including
the normal Buffer Stock and the coruingency Buffer
Stock, shall be fuily utilized to ensure that the market in-
dicator price does not fall below the lower indicative
price or rise above the upper indicative price.

5. Sales and purchases by the Buffer Stock Man-
ager shali be effected through established commercial
markets at prevailing prices, and 2l] his transactions shall
be in physical rubber available for shipment not later
than one moath afier the end of the first quoted month in
the market concemned, or for dslivery in a consuming
market during the delivery month or months normatty
comesponding o such shipment momths in that market.
For the purpose of the efficient operation of the Buffer
Stock, the Council may decide by consensus to allow the
BuHer Stock Manager to purchase future contracts up to
a maximum of two months forwacd on the strict and ab-
solute condition that tenders are taken up on maturity.

6.  To facilitate the operation of the Buffer Stock,
the Council shall esiablish branch offices and such facil-
ities of the Buffer Stock Manager's office, where neces-
© sary, in established rubber markets and approved ware-
house locations.

7. The Buffer Siock Manager shall prepare a
monthly report on buffer stock transactions and the
Buffer Stock Account’s financial position. Thirty days
after the end of each month, the report for thar month
shail be made availabls to members.

8. The information on butfer stock transactions
shall include quantities, prices, types, grades and mar-
kes of all buffer stock operations, including rowations ef-
fected. The information on the Buffer Stock Account's
financial position shall also include interest rates on and
terms znd conditions of deposits, the currencies operated
in and other relevant information on the items referced to
in parageaph 2 of article 21,

Articte 31

REVIEW AND REVISION OF THE PRICE RANGE

A Reference price

1. Any review or revision of the reference price, in-
cluding those following net changes in the Buffer Stock
under paragraph 2 of this atticle, shall be based on mar-
ket trends. Bmmediately before the first meeting of the

Council after the Agreement enters into force and every
12 months thereafier, the Buffer Stock Manager shall
calculate the average daily market indicator price for the
previous six months and compare this value with the two
intervention prices. The date of this calculation shall be
fixcd at least three months in advance excepr for the fivst
review and immediatcly precede a Council session,

{a} IFf the average of the six-month daily market indi-
cator prices is at the upper intervention price, at the
lower intervention price, or between thess two prices, no
revision of the reference price shall take place.

(b} IFthe average of the six-month daily market indi-
cator prices is below the fower intervention price, the
reference price shall be automaticaily revised downward
by 5 per cent of is level and become sffective ihe fol-
lowing day. Normally the Council would meet on that
day and take noic of the revision. The Council may re-
view the reference price and may, by special vote, decide
on a higher percentage adjustment downwards of the ref-
erence price.

(¢} Ifthe average of the six-month daily market indi-
cator prices is abyve the upper intervention price, the
reference price shall be automatically revised upwards
by $ per cent of its level angd bezome effective the fol-
lowing day. Normally the Council would meet on that
day and take nott of the revisicn. The Councii may re-
view the reference price and may, by special vote, decide
an a higher percentage adjustiment upwards of the refer-
ence price.

() However, at the first reguiar session of the Coun-
cil after the entry into force of the Agreement any auto-
matic revision under asticle 31, paragraph 1, subpara-
graphs (&) or () shall be 4 per cent.

{£} For the purpuses of the comgarison, the reference
price and the six-month daily market indicator price will
be calculated to two decimal places.

2. Following a net change to the Buffer Stock of
100,000 wnnes since the last reguiar session of the
Council, the Executive Director shall convene 2 special
sesston of the Cooncil 1o assess the simanon. The Coun-
cil may, by special vote, decide to take appropriate
measures which may include:

{g) Suspension of buffer stock operations;

(&) Change in the rate of buffer stock purchases or
sales: and

(c) Revision of the refzrence price.

3. IF net buffer stock purchases or sales amounting
to 306,000 tonnes have taken place since (a) the last
revision under paragraph 3 of article 31 of the Intema-
tional Matural Rubber Agreement, 1987, (&) the last
revision under this paragraph, or (¢} the last revision un-
der paragraph 2 of this article, whichever is most recent,
the ceferenice price shall be lowered or raised. respec-
tively, by 3 per cent of it5 current level unless the Coun-
cil, by special vote, decides (o lower or raise i, respec-
tively, by 2 higher percentage amount.

4. Notwithstanding the provisions of article 29,
paragraph 4, revision of the reference price shall not re-
suit in the trigger action price breaching the indicative
price.

5. WNotwithstanding the provisions of atticle 31,
paragraphs 1 and 3, revision of the reference price shall
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not result in the intervention price breaching the level at
which the contngency Buffer Stock will be brought into
operation under article 30, paragraph 3.

B Indicative prices

6. The Council may, by special vots, revise the
lower and apper indicative prices at reviews provided for
in this secrion of this article,

7. The Council shall ensure that any revision of in-
dicative prices is consistent with evolving market trends
and conditions. In this connection, the Council shall take
into consideration the wend of narural mbber prices, con-
sumpuon, supply, production costs and stocks, as well as
the quantity of natral rubber held in the Buffer Stock
and the financial position of the Buffer Stock Account,

B. The lower and upper indicative prices shall be re-
viewed:

{a) 24 months after the last review pursuant ‘o para-
graph 7 (a} of anicle 31 of the International Namral
Rubber Agreement, 1987, or in the event that this Agree-
ment enters into force after | May 1996, at the frst ses-
sion of the Couacil under this Agreement, and every 24
months thereafter:

{6) In exceptional circumsiances, at the request of a
member ar members accounting for 200 or more votes in
the Council; and

(c} When the reference price bas been revised
(1) downwards since the last revision of the [ower indica-
live price or the entry inio force of the [nternationat
Natural Rubber Agreement, 1987, or (ii) upwands since
the last revision of the upper indicative price or the entry
o force of the International Natural Rubber Agree-
ment, 1987, by at least 3 per cent under paragraph 3 of
this article and ar least 3 per cent under paragraph 1 of
this article, or by at least this amount under paragraphs
L. 2 and/or 3 of this article, provided that the average of
the daily market indicator grice for the 60 days subse-
quent 1o the iast revision of the refarence price is either
below the lower intervention price or above the upper in-
tervention price, respectively.

9. Notwithstanding paragraphs 6, 7 and 8 of this ar-
tcle, there shall be no upward revision in the lower or
upper indicative price if the average of the daily market
indicator prices over the six-month perod prior 10 a re-
view of the price range under this articie i3 below the
reference price. Similarly, there shall be no downward
revision in the lower or upper indicative price if the av-
erage of the daily market indicator prices over the six-
month period prior to a review of the price rnge under
this article is above the reference price.

Article 32
MARKET INDICATOR PRICE

1. There shall be established a daily market indica-
tor price which shall be a compostie, weighted
average—reflecting the marker in natural rubber—of
daily official prices as defined by the Councit on the
Kuala Lumpur, London, New York and Singapore mar-
kets, and such other established commercial markers as
the Council may decide. Initially, the daily market indi-
cator price shal! comprise RSS 1, RSS 3 and TSR 20 and

their weighting shall be in the ratic of 2:3:5. All quota-
tions shall be convened into Fo.b. Malaysian/Singapore
ports in Malaysian/Singapore currency.

2. 'The type/grade composition weightings, method
of computing the daily market indicator price and the
number of markess shall be reviewed and may, by spe-
cial voue, be revised by the Council to ensure that it re-
flects the market in natural rubber, The Council may, by
special vote, decide o include additional established
commercial markets in the calculation of the daily mar-
ket indicator price if such mackets are deemed to influ-
ence the intzmational price of natueal rubber,

3. The market indicator price shall be deemed
above, al or below price levels specified in this Agree-
ment if the average of the daily markes indicator prices
for the last five market days is above, at or below such
prce levels.

Article 33
COMPGSITION OF BUFFER STOCKS

L. At its first session afier the entry inw force of
this Agreement, the Council shall name the intemation-
ally recognized swandard types and grades of ribbed
smoked sheets and technically specified rubbers for in-
clusion in the Buffer Stack, provided that the following
crilenia are met:

(a) The lowest types and grades of natural rubber
awthanzed for inclusion in the Buffer Stock shall be
RSS 3 and TSR 20; and

(&) All types and grades allowed under subpara-
graph {u) of this paragraph which account far at leust
3 per cent of the previous calendar vear's international
trade in natural rubber shall be named.

2. The Counctl may, by special vote, chunge these
criteria andfor the selected types/grades if that is neces-
sary to ensure that the composition of the Buffer Siock
refiects the evolving market sitvation, amainment of the
stabilixation objectives of this Agreement and the need
tw maintain a high commercial standard of Guality of
buffer stocks.

3. The Buffer Stock Manager shail make every of.
fort to ensure that the composition of the Buffer Stock
closely reflects the exporvimpon patterns for natural
rubber, while promoting the stabilization objectives of
this Agreemeny,

4. The Council may, by special voie, direct the
Buffer Stuck Manager o change the vompaosition of the
Buffer Stock if the objecive of price stabilization so dic-
tates.

Article 34
LOCATION OF BUFFER $TOCKS

l.  The location of buffer stocks shall ensure eco-
nomic and efficient commercial operations. In accord-
ance with this principle, the buffer stocks shall be Yo-
cated in the territory of both exporting and importing
members, unless the Caungil, by special vote, decides
otherwise. The distribution of the buffer stock rabber
shall be consistent with attaining the stabitization abjsc-
tives of the Agreement while minimizing casts.
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2. In order to maintain high commercial quality
standards, buffer stocks shail be stored only i ware-
houses approved on the basis of critena cstablished by
the Council of the Entemational Natural Rubber Agree-
ment, 1987, or revised by the Council under this Agree-
ment.

3. After thd gntry into force of this Agreement, the
Council shall establish and approve the list of ware-
houses and the nccessary arrangements for their use. The
Council may, if necessary, review the list of warchouses
appraved by the Council of the Liternational Narural

Rubber Agreement, | 987, and the critaria established by
th# said Coundil 4nd maintain or revise them accord-
ingly. :

4, The Council shall also pedodically review the lo-
cation of the buffer stocks and may, by special vote, di-
rect the Buffer Stock Manager to change the location of
the buffer stocks ta ensure economic and efficient com-
mercial operations.

Article 35

MAINTAINING THE QUALITY OF THE BUFFER STOCKS

The Buffer Stock Manager shall ensure that all huffer
stocks are purchased and maintained at a high commer-
cial standard of quality. To help him achieve this, he
may rotate natural rubber stored in the Buffer Stock as
necessary to ensure such standards, taking into appropri-
ate consideration the cost of such rotation and its impact
on the stability of the market. The costs of rotation shall
be brought inte the Buifer Stuck Account.

“Article 36

RESTRICTION OR SUSPENSION OF
BUFFER 5TOCK OPERATIONS

|. Motwithstanding the provisions of article 30, the
Council, if in session, may, by special vote, restrict or
suspend the operations of the Buffer Stock, if in its opin-
ion the discharge of the obligations laid upen the Bu ffer
Stock Manager by that article will not achieve the objec-
tives of this Agreement,

3 If the Council is not in session, the Executive Di-
rector may, after consultation wilh the Chairman, restrict
or suspend the operations of the Bulfer Stock, if in his
opinion the discharge of the cbligations laid upoa the
Buffer Stock Manager by article 30 will not aclueve the
objectives of this Agreement.

1 Immediately after a decision to restrict or sus-
pead the operations of the Bulfer Stock under para-
graph 2 of thig article, the Executive Digzctor shall con-
vene a session of the Counci) ta review such decision.
Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph 4 of article
13, the Council shall meet within 10 days afier the date
of restriction or suspension and shail, by special vote,
confirm or capcel such restriction or suspension. If the
Council cannot come 10 a decision at that session, buffer
stock operations shall be resumed without any restriction
imposed under this article.

4. Aslong as any restriction or suspension of buffer
stock operations decided in accordance with this article
remains in force, the Council shall review this decision

at intervals of not longer than three months. If at a ses-
sion 10 make such a meview the Council does oot con-
firm, by special vote, the continuation of the restriction
or wspension, or does not come 1o a decision, buffer
stock operations shall be resumed without restriction.

Article 37

PENALTIES RELATENG TO CONTRIBUTIONS TO THE
Burrer STOCK ACCOUNT

1. [If a member does not fuifil its obligation w con-
tribute to the Buffer Stock Account by the fast day such
contribution becomes due, it shal! be considered to be 1
arrcars. A member in arrears for 60 days or more shall
not count as a member for the purpose of voting on mat-
ters covered in peragraph 2 of this article,

2. 'The voting and other rights in the Council of a
member in arrears for 60 days or more under para-
graph | of this article shail be suspended, unless the
Council, by special vate, decides otherwise.

3. A member in arrears shall bear interest charges
2t tha prime rate in the host country beginning on the last
day such payments become due. Coverage of arrears by
the remaining importing and exporting members shall be
on a voluntary basis.

4. A member shall not be considered as in arrears if
any shortfall in its contribution is only a result of fluc-
wations in currency exchange rates in the 60 days fol-
lowing the call for payments. In this case, no interest
will be charged on the shonfall. However, any such
shortfall shauld be cavered by the member within the
60 days foilowing the payment.

5 When the default has been remedied to the satis-
faction of the Council, the voting and other rights of the
member in arrears for 60 days or more shall be restored.
1f the arrears have becn made good by other membess,
these members shall be fully reimbursed.

Article 38

ADIUSTMENT OF CONTRIBUTIONS TO THE
BusrtEr STOCK ACCOUNT

I, When the votes are redistributed at the first regu-
lar session in each financial year or whenever the mem-
pership of the Organization changes, the Council shall
make the necessary adjustment of each member's contri-
bution to the Buffer Stock Account in accordance with
the provisions of this article. For this purpose, the Ex-
ecutive Director shall determine:

(a) The net cash contribution of each membez, by
subtracting refunds of contributions to that member in
accordance with paragraph 2 of this article from the sum
of all contributions paid by that member since the entry
into force of this Agreement;

{5) The total net call-ups, by summing the consecu-
tive call-ups and subtracting the total of refunds made in
accordance with paragraph 2 of this article:

(c) The revised net contribution for each member, by
apporticning the total net call-ups among members on
the basis of cach member's revised voting share in the
Council pursuant to aricle 14, subject 10 paragraph 3 of
article 27, provided that the voting shate of each member
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shall, for the purpose of this artiele, be caleulawsd with-
out regard (o the suspension of any member's voting
rights or any redistribution of votes resulting therefrom.

Where a member's net cash contribution exceeds its re-
vised net contribution, a refund of the difference minus
any outstanding penalty interesc on arrears shall be made
to that member from the Buffer Stock Account. Where 2
member’s revised net contribution exceeds its net cash
coniribution, a payment of the difference plus any owt-
standing penalty interest on arrears shall be made by that
member ta the Buffar Stock Account,

2. If the Council, having regard w paragraphs 2
and 3 of article 28, decides that there are pet cash contr-
butions in excess of funds required 1o support buffer
siock operations within the next four months, the Coun-
cil shall refund such excess net cash contibutions less
initial conributions onless it decides, by spacial vote,
cither 10 make no such refund or to refund a smaller
emount. Members' shares of the amount 1o be refunded
shall be in proportion 1o their net cash contributions, nii-
aus any outstanding penalty intevest on arrears. The con-
tribution liability of members in arrears shall be reduced
in the sarme proportion as the refund bears 1o the total net
cash contributions,

3. At the request of a member, the refund 1o which
it is entitled may be rerained in the Buffer Stock Ac-
count. [f a member requests that its refund be retained in
the Buffer Stock Accounr, this amount shull be credited
against any additional contribution sequested in accord-
ance with article 28. The credit retained in the Buffer
Stock Account at the request of a member shal! bear in-
terest al the average rake of interest camed on funds in
the Buffer Stock Account, begianing the last day when
the amount shoutd normally be reimbursed to that mem-
ber unt! the day preceding the actual reimbursement.

4. The Executive Director shail immediaely notify
members of any required payments or refunds resulling
from adjustments made in accordance with paragraphs |
and 2 of this article. Such payments by members or re-
funds to members shall be made within 60 days from the
date the Executive Director issues such notification.

3. In the event ehat the amount of cash in the Buffsr
Srock Account excends the value of rotal net cash conin-
butions of members, such surplus funds shall be disirib-
uted upon termination of this Agresment.

Article 39

THE BUFFER STOCK AND CHANGES IN EXCHAMGE HATES

1. In the event that the exchange rate between the
Malaysian ringgiv'Singagore dolfar and the currencies of
the maor natural rubber exporting and impornting mem-
bers changes to the extent that the operations of the
Buffer Stock are significantly affected, the Execurive Di-
rector shall, in accordance with article 36, ar members
may, in acoordance with articls 13, call for a spectal ses-
sion of the Council. The Council shall meet within 10
days to confirm ar cancel measures already taken by the
Executive Director pursuant to article 36, and may, by
special vote, decide to take appropriate measures. includ-

ing the possibility of revising the price range, pursuant o
the principles of the ficst sentences of paragraphs | and 7
of article 31,

2. The Council shall, by special vote, establish a
procedure (0 determine a significant change in the pari-
ties of these currencies for the sole purpase of ensuring
the umely convening of the Council,

3. In the event that there is divergency between
the Malaysian ringgit and the Singapore dollar to the ex-
tent that buffer stock operations are significantly af-
fected. the Council shall meet to review the situation and
may censider the adoption of a single currency.

Articie 40

LiQuIDATION PROCEDURES FOR THE
BUFFER STOCK ACCOUNT

. On jerminauon of this Agreement, the Buffer
Stock Manager shall estimate the total expense of liqui-
dauing or transferring 10 & new internarional natucal mwb-
ber agreement the assets of ihe Buffer Stock Account in
accordance with the provisions of s article, and shall
reserve that amount in a separate account. If these bal-
ances are inadequate, the Buffer Stock Manager shalj
sell a sufficieat quantity of natwral rubber in the Buffer
Stock 1o provide the additional sun required.

2. Each member's share in the Buffer Stock Ac-
count shill be calculated as follows:

{B) The value of the Buffer Stock Account shall be
the value of the Buffer Stock plus the cash assets of the
Buffer Stock Account on the date of the ermination of
this Agreement less any amount reserved under para-
gragh | of this article:

(¢} Each member's net cash contribution shadl be the
sum of its contributions paid throughou (he duration of
this Agreement tess all refunds made under aricle 38:
penalty interest on arrears paid in accordance with para-
graph 3 of article 37 shail not constitute 2 contribution 1o
the Buffer Stock Actount;

{d) 1f the value of the Buffer Stock Account is either
grealer or less than wial net cash conirtbutiens, the sur-
plus shafl be allecated among members in proportion to
cach member's time-weighted nét contribution share un-
der this Agreement. Any deficit shali be altoceted among
members in propontion o each member's averags num-
ber of votes beld during its perod of membership. In as-
sessing the share of the deficits to be borpe by each
member, the votes of each member shail be caleulated
wilhout regard to the suspension of any member's voling
rights or any redistribution of votes resulting therefrom:

{#) Each member's share in the Buffer Siock Ac
cound shall comprise its vet cash contributian, reduced or
increased by its shares in deficits or surpluses in the
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Buffer Stack Account, and reduced by its liability, if
any, for outstanding interest on arrears.

3. If this Agreement i3 to be immediately replaced
with & new intemational nawmral rubber agreement, the
Council shall, by special vote, adopt procedures 1o en-
sure efficient wansfer to the new agreement, a3 required
by that agreement, of shares in the Buffer Stock Account
of members which intend to participate in the new agree-
ment. Any member which does not wish to participate in
the new agreement shall be eatitted o the payment of its
shage:

{a) Fror available cash in proportion o its percent-
age share of the total net cash contrbutions to the Buffer

{6} From the net proceeds from the disposal of the

6. In liew of all or part of a cash payment, each
member may elect to take its share in the assets of the
Buffer Stock Account in ratural rubber, subject o
procedures adopied by the Council,

7. The Council shall adopt appropriate procedures
for adjustment and payment of members’ shares in the
Buffer Stock Account. This adjustment shall account for:

{a) Any discrepancy bewween the price of natural
rubber specified in subparagraph (a) of paragraph 2 of
this article and the prices at which part or all of the
Buffer Stock is sold pursuant to procedures for disposal
of the Buffer Stock: and

(k) The difference between cstimated and actual
liquidation expenses.

B. The Council shall, within 30 days following finai
rransactions of the Buffer Stock Account, meet to effect
final settlement of accounis among members within
10 days thereafter,

CHAPIER [X. RELATIONSHIP WITH THE

Arzicle 41

Ret anionstie wimi THE Common Funb
FOR COMMODITIES

. The Organizatica shall take full advantage of the
facilities of the Commoa Fund for Commaodities.

2. In respect of the implementation of any project
funded under the Second Account of the Common Fund
for Commodities, the Organization, as a designated In-
ternational Commodity Body, shall not incur any finan.
cial obligation including for guarantees given by individ-
ual members or ather entities. Neither the Organization,
nor any member by reason of 15 membership in the
Organization, shall be responsibie for any liability aris-
ing from bommowing or lending by any other member or
entity in connection with such projects.

Article 42

SUPPLY AND MARKET ACCESS

i. Exporiing members (o the fullest extent possible
undertake tw pursue policies and programmes which
faintain continyous availabiliry to consumers of natural
rubber supplies.

2. [mporting members to the fullest extent possibic
undertake to pursue policies which will maintain access
to their markets for natural rubber,

Article 43

(THER MEASURES

1. With a view 10 achieving the objectives of this
Agreement, the Councii shall identify and propose ap-
propriate measures and echniques directed wwards pro-
mating:

by producing members, through expanded and improved
production, productivity and marketing, thereby increas-
ing the export eamings of producing members while at
the same tune improving the reliability of supply.

(ii] Programmes and projects to improve the pro-
ductivity of the natural rubber industry!

{it]) Ways and means (0 upgrade patural rubber sup-
plies and achieve uniformity in quality specifi-
cation and presenauon of natural rubber; and

(iv) Methods of improving the processing, market-
ing and distribution of raw natura! mabber;
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(&) The development of end-uses of natural rubber,
For this purpose, the Commiitee on Other Measures shall
undertake appropriate economic and technical analyses
in order to identify programmes and projects leading to
increased and new uses of nanwal rubber.

1. The Council shall consider the financial implica-
tions of such measures and techniques and seek to pro-
mote and facilitate the provision of adequate financial
resources, as appropriate, from such soutces as interma-
tional financial instiytions and the Second Account of
the Cammon Fund for Commeadities,

3. The Coupcil may accept any voluniary contribu-
tion in support of approved projects to implement this
wrticle. The management of financial contdbutions shall
be subject to rules 10 be established by special voie of
the Council.

4. The Council may make recommendations, as ap-
propriate, to members, intemational institutions and
other organizations to promote the implementation of
specific measures under this article.

3. The Committee on Other Measures shall periodi-
cally review the progress of thase measures which the
Counci] decides w0 promote and recommend, and shall
report thereon to the Council.

CHAFTER XI. CONSULTATION
ON DOMESTIC POLICIES

Article 44
CoMsuLTaTION

The Council shail consult, at the request of any mem-
ber, on government natural rubber policies directly af-
fecing supply or demand. The Council may submit its
recommendations to membears for their consideration.

CHAPTER XII. STATISTICS, STUDIES
AND INFORMATION

Article 45

STATISTICS AND INFORMATION

1. The Council shal! collect, collate and as neces-
sary publish such statstical information on natural b
ber and related areas as is mecessary for the saris factory
operation of this Agreement.

2. Members shall promptly and 10 the fullest extent
possible furnish to the Council available duta by specific
types and grades conceming production, cansumption
and international trade in natural rubbes,

). The Council may also request members to fur-
nish other available information, including information
on related areas which may be required for the satisfac-
tory operation of this Agreement,

4. Members shall fumish all the above-mentioned
statistics and information within a reasonable time (o the
fullest extent possible consistent with their national leg-
islation and by the ways most appropriate for themn.

3. The Council shall esrablish close relationships
with appropriaie international organizations, including
the I[ncernational Rubber Swdy Group, and with com-
modity exchanges in order 1o help ensure the availability
of recent and reiliable data on production, consumption,
stocks, ineemarional trade and prices of natural rubber,
and other factors that influence demand for and supply
of natura! mbber,

6. 'The Council shall endeavour to ensure that nw in-
formarion published shall prejudice the confidentiality of
the operations of persons or companies producing, pro-
cessing or marketing natural rabber or related products,

Article 45

ANNUAL ASSESSMENT. ESTIMATES AND STUDIES

I The Council shell preparz an ansual assessment
on the world nawral rubber situation and related arcas in
the light of the information supplied by members and
from all relevant intergovernmental and international
Organizations.

2. Atleast onee in every half year, the Council shal
also estimate production, consumption, exporis and im-
ports of natural rubber by specific types and grades, if
possible, for the fallowing six months. It shall inform the
members of these estimates.

3. The Council shall undertake, or make appropriate
arrangemenis o undertake, studies of trends in natural
rubber production, consumption, trade, marketing and
prices, as well as of the shor-term and long-term prob-
lems of the world ratural rubber economy.

Article 47

ANNUAL REVIEW

The Council shall each year review the operation of
this Agreement including conformity 1o its spirit and
promation of its objectives, [t may then make recom-
mendations to members regarding ways and means of
tmproving the functioning of this Agreement.

CHAPTER XII. MISCELLANEQUS

Article 48
GENERAL DBLIGATIONS AND LIABILITIES OF MEMBERS

1. Members shall for the duration of this Agreement
use their best endeavours and couperate o promote the
anainment of the abjectives of this Agreement and shall
aot take any action in contradictiot to those objectives.

2. Members shall in particular seek to improve the
conditions of the natural rubber economy and to encour-
age the production and use of aatural rubber in order to
promate the growth and the modemization of the natural
rubber economy for the mutual benefit of producers and
Consumers,

3. Members shall accept as binding all decisions of
the Council under this Agreement and will not imple-
ment measures which would have the effect of limiting
or running counter 1a those decisions,
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4. The liability of members arising frum the apera-
tion of this Agreement, whether (o the Orgagization or o
third parties, shall be fimited to the extent of their abli-
gations regarding contributions to the administrative
budget and to financing of the Buffer Stock under and in
accordance with chapters VII and VIIT of this Agreement
and any obligations that may be assumed by the Council
under article 41,

Article 49
OBSTACLES TO TRADE

I.  The Coyneil shall, in accordance with the annual
asscssment of the world natoral rubber situation referred
to in article 46, identify any obstacles to the expansion
of trade in natural rubber in its raw, semi-processed or
modified forma.

1. -The Council may, in order to further the purposes
of this article, make recommendations to members to
seek in appropriate international fora mutually accept-
able practical measures designed lo remove progres-
sively and, where possible, to eliminate such obstacles.
The Council shall periodicaily examine the results of
such recommendations.

Articie 5¢

TRANSPORTATION AND MARKET STRUCTURE OF
NATURAL RUBBER

The Council should encourage and facilitate the pro-
motion of reasonable and cquitable freight rates and im-
provements in the transport system, so as to provide
regutar supplics to markets znd o effect savings in the
cost of the products marketed.

Article 3/

DIFFERENTIAL AND REMEDIAL MEASURES

Developing importing members, and least develeped
countries which are members, whose interests are ad-
versely affected by measures taken under this Agreement
may apply to the Council for appropriate differentiab and
remedral measures. The Council shall consider taking
such appropriate measures in accordance with para-
graphs 3 and 4 of section T of resolution 93 (1Y) of the
United Nations Conference on Trade and Development.

Article 52

RELIEF FROM OBLIGATIONS

i. Where it is necessary on account of exceptionasl
circurmstances or emergency or force majenre not ex-
pressly provided for in this Agreement, the Council may,
by special vote, relieve a member of an obligadon under
this Agreement if it is satisfied by an explanation from
that member regarding the reasons why the obligation
cannot be met.

2. The Council, in granting relief 10 & member un-
der paragraph | of this article, shall state explicitly the
terms and conditions on which, and the penicd for which,
the member is relieved of such obligatien, and the rea-
sons for which the relief is granted.,

Article 53

FAlR LABOUR STANDARDS

Members declare that they will endeavour 10 majntain
labour standards designed 1o improve the levels of living
of workers in their respective natural rubber sectors.

Article 54
ENVIRONMENTAL ASPECTS

- Members shall endeavour to pay due atention to en-
vironmental aspects as agreed at the eighth session of the

~ United Nations Conference on Trade and Development

and the United Nations Conference on Environment and
Development, held in 1992

CHAPTER XIV. COMPLAINTS AND DISPUTES

Article 55

CoMPLAINTS

L. Any complaint that a member has failed ro fulfil
its obligations under this Agreement shall, at the request
of the member making he complaint, be referred 1o the
Council, which, subject 1o prior consultaton with the
members concerned, shal] take a decision on the matter.

2. Any decision by the Council that a member 1s in
breach of its obligations under this Agresment shall
specify the nature of the breach.

3. Whenever the Council, whether as the result of a
complaint or otherwise, finds that a member has com-
mitted a breach of this Agreement, it may, by special
vote, and without prejudics to such ather measures a5 are
specifically provided for in other articles of this Agree-
ment:

{a) Suspend that member's voting rights in the
Council and, if it deems necessary, suspend any other
rights of such member, including those of holding office
in the Council or in any committee established under ar-
ticle 18 and of being eligibie for membership of such
commutiees, until it has fulfilled its obligations; or

{6} Take action under article 63, if such breach sig-
nificantly impairs the operation of this Agreement.

Article 56

[Hseures

1. Any dispute conceming the interpretation or ap-
plication of this Agreement which is nor settled among
the members involved shall, at the request of any mem-
ber party to the dispute, be teferred o the Council for
decision.

2. In any case where a dispute has been referred 1
the Council under paragraph 1 of this article, a majorty
of members holding at least one third of the 1otal votes
may require the Council, after discussion, to seek the
opinion of an advisery pane! constituted under para-
graph 3 of this article on the issue in dispute before giv-
ing its decision.
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3. {a) Unless the Council, by special vote, decides
otherwise, the advisory pancl shall consist of five per-
sons as follows:

(i) Twa persons, one baving wide experience in
matters of the kind in dispute and the other hay-
ing legal standing and experience, nominated by
the exporting members,;

{i1) Two such persons nominated by the importing
members; and

(iii) A chairman selected unanimously by the four

persons nominated under (3) and (ij) of this sub-
patagraph or, if they fail to agree, by the Chair-
man of the Council.

(b) Naticnals of members and of non-members shall
be eligible to serve on the advisory panel.

{¢) Persons appoinied to the advisory pane! shall act
in their personal capaciries and without instuctons from
any government,

(d) The expenses of the advisory panel shall be paid
by the Organization,

4, The opinion of the advisory panel and the rea-
sons therefor shall be submitted to the Council which,
after considering all the relevant information, shall, by
special vote, decide the dispute,

CHAPTER XV. FINAL PROVISIONS

Article §7

SIGNATURE

This Agreement shall be open for signature at United
Nations Headquarters from 3 April 1995 to 28 December
1995 inclusive by the Governments invited to the United
Nations Conference on Natural Rubber, 1994,

Article 58
DepPosITARY

The Sccretary-General of the United Nations is
hereby designated as the depositary of this Agieement.

Article 59

RATIFMICATION, ACCEPTANCE AND APFAOVAL

1. This Agreement shall be subject o ratification,
acceptance or approval by the signatory Governiments in
accordance with their respective constitutional or instity-
tional procedures,

2. Instruments of radfication, acceptance or ap-
proval shall be deposited with the depositary not later
than | January 1997. The Council may, however, grant
extensions of time o signatory Governments which have
been unable 1o deposit their instruments by that date.

3. Each Goverament depasiting an instcument of
ratification, acceptance or approval shall, at the time of
such deposit, declare itself to be an exporting member or
an importing member,

Article 60

NomFIicATION OF PROVISIONAL APPLICATION

. A signatory Government which intends rarify,
accept Or approve this Agrecment, or a Government for
which the Council has established conditions foc acces-
sion but which has not yet been able 1o deposit its instry-
ment, may at any time notify the depositary that it will
fully apply this Agreement pravisionally, either when it
enters into foree in accordance with article 61 or,if it is
already in force, at a specified date.

2. Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph | of
this anticle, 1 Govemnment may provide in its notification
of provisional application thar it will apply this Agrec-
ment only within the limitations of its constitutional
and/or legislative procedures and its domestic laws and
regulations. However, such Government shall meet all
its financial obligations 0 this Agreement. The pravi-
sional membership of a Government which notifies in
this manner shall not exceed 12 months from the provi-
sional entry imto force of this Agreement, unless the

Article 61
ENTRY INTO FORCE

1.~ This Agreement shall enter into force definitively
on 29 December 1995 or on any date thereafier, if by
that date Governments accounting for at least 80 per cent
of net exports as set out in annex A to this Agreement,
and Governments accounting for at least 80 per cent of
net imports as 5¢t gut in annex B ta this Agreement, have
deposited their instruments of ratification, acceptance,
approval or accession, or have assumed full Fnancial
commitment to this Agreement.

2. This Agresment shail entzr into force provision-
ally on 29 December 19935, or on any date before | Janu-
ary 1997, if Govemments accounting for at least 75 per
cent of net exports as sct out in annex A © this Agree-
ment, and Govermments accounting for at least 75 per
cent of net imparts as set out in annex B o this Agree-
ment, have deposited their instruments of ratification, ac-
ceptance or approval, or have notified the depositary un-
der paragraph 1 of article 60 that they will apply this
Agreement provisicnally and assume fulf financial com-
mitment o this Agreement. The Agreement shall remain
in force provisionally up w a maximum of 12 months,
unless it enters into force definitively under paragraph |
of this article or the Council decides otherwise in accord-
ance with paragraph 4 of this article.

Article 62
ACCESSION

I. This Agreement shall be cpen for accession by
the Government of any State. Accession shall be subject
to conditions to be established by the Council, which
shall include, inier aiica, a time limit for the deposit of in-
struments of accession, the number of votes to be held
and financial obligations. The Couacil may, however,
geant extensions of ime to Governments which ar¢ un-
able o deposit their instruments of accession within the
time limit set in the conditions of accession.

2. The Courcil shall fix a daie by which members
shall notify the depositary of their acceptance of the
amendment.

3. An amendment shall become effective 90 days
after the depositary has received notifications of accept-
ance from members constituting at least two thirds of the
exporting members and accounting for ar jeast 85 per
cent of the votes of the exporting members, and from
members constituting at least two thirds of the importing
members and accounting for at laast 83 per cent of the
votes of the importing members.

4. After the depositary informs the Council that the
requirements for the amendment to become effective
have been met, and notwithstanding the provisions of
paragraph 2 of this anicle relating to the date fixed by
the Council, a member may still notify the depositary of
its acceptance of the amendment, provided that such no-
tification is made before the amendmeni becomes ¢ffec-
tive.

5. Any member which has not notified its accept-
ance of an amendment by the dawe oa which such
amendment becomes effective shall cease to be a con-
tracting parey as from that date, unless such member has
satisfied the Council that its acceptance could nat be ob-
tined in time owing to difficultics in completing its con-
stiutional or institutional procedures, and the Counncil
decides to extend for that member the period for accept-
ance of the amendment. Such member shail not be
bowod by the amendment before it has notified its
acceprance thereof.

6. If the requirements for the amendment to become
effective have not been met by the date fixed by the
Conneil in accordance with paragraph 2 of this amticle,
the amendment shall be considered withdrawn.

Article 64

WITHDRAWAL

1. A member may withdraw from this Agreement at
any time after the entry into force of this Agreement by
giving notice of withdrawal to the depositary, That
member shall simuitaneously inform the Council of ke
action it has taken.

2. One year after its notice is received by the de-
positary, that member shall cease to be a contracting
party 1o this Agreement.

Article 63

ExcLUsION

If the Council decides that apy member is in breach of
its obligations under this Agreement and decides furthes
that such breach significantly impairs the operation of
this Agreement, it may, by special vote, exclude that
member from this Agreement. The Coancil shal! imme-
diately so notify the depositary. Oue year after the date
of the Council's decision, that member shall cease 1o be
a contracling pacty to this Agrecment.

Article 66

SETTLEMENT OF aCCOUNTS
WITH WITHDRAWING OR EXCLUDED MEMBERS
OR MEMBEARS UNABLE TO AUCEPT AN AMENDMENT

2. The Council shall retain any contribution paid 1o
the Adminiswative Account by a member which ceases
1o be a contracting party o this Agreement,

3. The Council shall refund the share in the Buffer
Stock Account in accordance with article 40 10 3 mein-
ber which ceases to be a contracting party Qwing to non-
acceptance of an amendment 1o this Agreement, with-
drawal or exclusion, less its share in any surpluses,

(a) Such refund to a member which ceases 1o be a
conbracting party owing o non-acceptance of an amend-
menk 0 this Agreement shall be made one year after the
amendment concemed enters into force.

(&) Such refund to a member which withdraws shall
be made within 60 days after that member ceases to be a
contracting party to this Agreement, uniess as a resull of
this withdrawal the Council decides o terminate this
Agreement under paragraph § of anticle 57 prioc o such
a refund, in which case the provisions of article 40 and
paragraph 6 of article 67 shall appiy,

{¢) Such refund to a member which is excluded shall
be made within 60 days afier a member ceases to be a
conatracting party to this Agreement.

4. In the event that the Buffer Stock Account is un-
able to settle the payment in cash due under subpiara-
graph (a), (&) or (¢) of paragraph 3 of this article without
tither undermining the viability of the Buffer Stock Ac-
count or leading to a call-up of additional conrributions
from members to cover such refunds, payment shall be
deferred unul the requisite amount of natural rubber in
the Buifer Stock can be sold at or above the upper intee-
vention price. In the event 1hal, before the end of the
one-year period specified in adicle 64, the Council in.
forms a withdrawing member that payment will have 10
be deferred in accordance with this paragraph, the perind
of onc year between notification of intention to withdraw
and the actual withdrawal may, if the withdrawing mem-
ber 50 wishes, be extended untii such time as the Council
informs that member that payment of its share can be ef-
fecied within &0 days.

5. A member which has received an appropriate re-
fund under this article shall not be cntitled o any share
of the proceeds of Jiquidation of the Organization.

DURATION, EXTENSION ANL TERMINATION

1. This Agreement shall remain in force for a pe-
riod of faur years after its eniry iato force, unless ex-
tended under paragraph 3 or terminated under para-
graph 4 or paragraph 5 of this anigle,

2. Before the expiry of the four-year period referred
to in paragraph | of this article, the Council may, by spe-
ctal vote, decide to renegatiate this Agreement.

3. The Council may, by special vote, exiend this
Agrezment by a period or periods not exceeding two
years in all, commencing from he dare of expicy of the
four-year period specified in paragraph | of this article,

4. If a new intemational naturat rubber agreement is
negotiated and enters inte force during any period of ex-
tension of this Agreement pursuant to paragraph 3 of this
article, this Agreement, as extended, shall terminate
upon the entry into force of the new agreement.

3. The Couneil may at any time, by special vote,
decide t terminate this Agreement with effect from such
datz a5 i may determine.

6. Noiwithstanding the termination of this Agree-
ment, the Couneil shall continue in being for a period
not exceeding three years 1o carry out the liguidation of
the Organization, including the sewtlement of QCcounrs,
and the disposal of assets in accordance with the Provi-
sicas of arucle 40 and subject [0 relevant dectsions o be
taken by special vote, and shall have duting that period
such powers and functions as may be necessary for these
purposes.

RESERVATIONS

No reservations may be made with respect o any of
the provisions of this Agreement.
